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PROFILE OF AN EFFECTIVE TEACHER
1. High Expectations: This means that teachers will expect the best of their students no matter the situation. In addition, a student’s best is expected while completing academic activities as well as how they conduct themselves behaviorally. This quality should be part of the profile of an effective teacher so that students will also expect the best of themselves and want to excel. The teacher should also take pride in their students work.
2. Patience: This is the ability to suppress restlessness or annoyance when confronted with a delay. It also means the bearing of misfortune or annoyance without complaint, loss of temper, or irritation. This is a good quality for a teacher to have because they be confronted with students who learn slowly or different from most of their classmates. Patience helps in making sure the student is still able to fully learn the material without feeling less than others who may grasp the concept quicker.
3. Engaging personality: This means that teacher listens to what their students have to say, asking questions and commenting on what they have just said. They find humor in things and are able to have conversations with students rather than just reciting material. An engaging personality holds the students attention as well as makes them feel important and more willing to learn what you are teaching them.
4. Good classroom management skills: This means that the teacher is able to regulate classroom activities effectively and ensure good student behavior. It can also help in giving an overall sense of respect in the classroom among students and between the student and teacher. This is an effective quality because a well-managed classroom can promote a good learning environment so that more time can be spent on learning rather than discipline problems.
5. Good communication with parents: This means that the teacher is available to parents for phone calls, meetings, and email. The teacher keeps the parents informed on what is going on in the classroom as far as the curriculum, discipline problems and other issues. This quality helps build an effective teachers so that the parents, the student, and teacher are all on the same page and can work together to ensure the student excels.
6. Planning: It is the process of thinking and organizing activities. These activities are created with the intention of achieving a desired goal. It is important for teachers to be good planners so that quality lesson plans can be created. Practicing can also be an important component of planning so that time is not wasted trying to carry out activities that were not planned for such as a technology problem.
7. Confidence: This is the belief in oneself and one’s ability to teach. This is an important quality to have in the face of challenges and setbacks. The reasoning for having this characteristic a part of the effective teacher’s profile is due to situations in which the teacher makes mistakes while teaching. It is important to laugh off mistakes and move on with the lesson rather than letting the mistakes upset them.
8. Compassion for students: This means that teachers have empathy for the problems experienced by their students. In addition, the teacher wants to help with the problems as much as they can. The rationale for this trait includes the fact that what students experience outside of the classroom can affect how they perform inside the classroom. Teachers are able to recognize signs that something is troubling the student and takes the time to discuss subjects outside of their teaching. They care for the students beyond the walls of their classroom.
9. Creativity: This is the use of imagination and original ideas to build engaging and effective lessons for students. This is an important quality of a teacher because not all students learn the same way. Creativity can help in reaching the most amount of students as well as allowing the students to look at a subject in a different way than they originally did. Because the students are allowed to learn and see material in different ways, they may understand the material more readily.
10.  Unwavering support: This describes a teacher who stands behind their students when they are under trial. For example, the trial could be when a student does not understand the material, being bullied or going through family problems. This is an important quality of a teacher because it will allow students to trust the teacher and know that their teacher can be a source of help and encouragement.
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
