	How did the Apprentice Teacher allow students choice in their activities and how were these choices related to different learning styles?

Students have choice in how they answer their quiz questions (list or narrative form); during first period, Ashlie makes physical arrangements for her student who is in a wheelchair.


	How did the Apprentice Teacher introduce the lesson, effectively manage time for students to progress through the activities, and summarize the lesson with the students?
Ashlie has strong command over the content associated with today’s lesson. Additionally, she manages time effectively by making the lecture more interactive through Q&A, video clips, and images. Ashlie does the great majority of content explanation (versus students taking an active role in this). Pockets of students answer her questions throughout the entire lesson, but it would be nice if their answers were more than 1-2 words.


	How did the Apprentice Teacher assess individual accountability for the student work accomplished in the lesson?
During the last ten minutes of class, students take a quiz on the material they’ve been learning this week (and today). 
Additionally, Ashlie asks a variety of questions throughout the lecture.



	How does the Apprentice Teacher demonstrate an awareness of student diversity in their teaching (gender, ethnicity, students who are learning the content in a second language, accommodations for students with special needs)?

Ashlie asks students if they heard of bypass surgery, and a student shared that her mother had bypass surgery. 

She clarifies the quiz questions to make them more explicit.



	Comments for Debriefing:

When a student shared that her mother had bypass surgery, instead of asking the student if she wanted to talk about the experience, Ashlie chose to proceed with the lecture and discussing what happens during the medical procedure. I think this could have been great to capitalize on. Students would now have access to “science” content and actual experiences of their peers.
